ABSS/20th Century Skills: Tableau though lens of close reading
Unit Concept: Power

Learning Objective: Students will be introduced to the definitions of power through the creation, evaluation, and recreation of tableaux. 

	Creating
	Individual students pick from the tableaux they’ve watched (definitions of power) and design their own tableau on paper including all the elements of tableau, labels and speech bubbles.

	Evaluating
	Students defend their choice of character and what they said. 

	Analyzing
	Students watch their tableau (flip video) and analyze their performance for elements of tableau.  

	Applying
	Students create a tableau to teach their definition of power. (collaborative group)

	Understanding
	Students watch a tableau of one definition of power *distinguishing which definition was being taught

 * rating the quality of the teaching.(evaluating)
*state what was done well and what they would have done differently (analysis)

Students may formulate a question for tableau characters to clarify understanding if necessary.

	Remembering
	Students read all the definitions of power asking the following questions:
What do you know?  How do you know that? Circling and underlining evidence and possibly writing in margin. (collaborative group)
