Magic Ball

Gesture:  Roll Hands
	I am Paula the predictor “I am making predictions. I look at the pictures.  I look at the title.  I look at the words. I predict what it is about.”  Paula predicts/guesses.
Can point to the ceiling and then to a word or phrase. Read the word or phrase.  Read it and use the word/phrase to predict.

Gesture: Hand in Fist

This can be done twice or three time for more evidence.

	Clara the Clarifier

Remote Control

Gesture: 

Parallel hands - pause 

Hands to the rt. - fast forward

Hands to the left - rewind
	Clara pauses to read long words.   

Decoding:  Hands are held parallel as she read word chunks.  Karate chop word chunks and then claps as she puts it together and reads entire word.  

Vocabulary: When reading the poem, pause and substitute a similar word. Hand motion like an escalator to add another word.
Rewind to reread. Reread together.

Glasses – Place finger glasses over your eyes to make a picture in your head.

Process used in the Classroom
1. Look at a poem using the document camera as a class group.

2. Pass out poem for students.
3. Cover words with one hand.

4. The other hand rolls like Paula Predictor.  See box above and read.

5. “Don’t read the poem.”  Point finger in air.  1, 2, 3 and point to a word.  Read the word and predict.

6. Read poem quietly by yourself.  (Not supposed to build background and read it first.  The students need to try to read the poem quietly based on Common Core Standards.)

7. Clara Clarifier karate chops the trickiest word. Read chunks.  Put it together with a clap.

8. Point to words as teacher only reads.

9. Read poem chorally. 

10. Find a tricky word or phrase.  Reread and think about it.  

11. Substitute a synonym for one or more of the words in the  poem.

12. Talk about the author. Quincy asks a question, “How many times was the word beautiful was read?  How do you know?”  Hand in fist.  Touch the line(s) that shows the author likes the season fall the best.  “This poem is about . . .”  Tell your partner what this poem is about. Tell them 5 things.
13. Reread the poem chorally in a mouse voice, bear voice, slow voice, fast voice, etc.

14. Tell students in the group what you liked best about the poem or lesson
4 - 5

Introduce Fab 4 (Poetry):

1. Paula Predictor looks at the title and predicts the meaning of the poem. 
2. Read poem with the group using the document camera.

3. Skim poem. Students look for words that are tricky as the teacher reads the poem aloud to students.  

4. Asks students questions.  Find a large word and chunk the word by karate chopping the word, and then read it.  Rewind.  Substitute a synonym to help with vocabulary development.
5. Clara Clarify pauses, rewinds and rereads, etc.  (See chart above.)

6. Quincy Questioner asks questions. Have a student point to evidence in text that answers the question.

7. Sammy Summarizer asks for the main idea.  Use your fingers to describe in 10 words.Holds ten fingers up and says one word for each finger.  This poem is about . . . (the student should use 10 words to describe the main idea.)
Students read independently -  Close Reading

1. Close reading means to read and reread.  

2. Cover poem with one hand and other hand in the air.

3. Use other hand to rub crystal ball.  “I’m going to make a prediction.”  Students are looking at the title and predicting the content.
4. Get out your clarifier and read the poem by yourself.  Underline at least 5 words that are tricky for a 3rd or 4th grader.  Do the best to read it by yourself and see what you discover.

5. Point finger in the air and then on the paper.  Read the word or phrase above your finger.

6. Read the poem (Clara the Clarifier) to students as they follow along.

7. Read a phrase with a difficult word.  Ask students for a word to substitute.

8. Fab Four review.

9. Questioner of author – Take one of the questions.  Students read the question.  “Who are the people who . . .”  The class finds the answer.
10. What does the author say.  (Ask several questions.)  Read the poem to find the answer and identify the text evidence.

11. Sammy Summarizer – Hold up fingers.  Try to summarize in 20 words.  Count the words as you summarize the poem.

12. Remind students that it is often necessary to reread the poem. Discuss what is important and must be included in the summary.  

13. Tell your partner something that is interesting that you could share with your family.

14. Have each group chorally read 4 stanzas of the poem.  Keep practicing and read together.

Motivation, motivation, motivation!!!!

Life Books p. 9 – Kids selected books.  They talked about their favorite book and why.

Bring in 4 or 5 of your favorite books and why.  Have them think about their favorite books.  Videotape students as they describe their favorite book.

Book Idol – p. 12 – Use toy microphone – They have to judge a book and provide reasons why the book is the winner.  Perfect for providing text evidence.

Summer Reading - $50 per student – Student select books to read during the summer.   You can get books from “Friends of the Library.”  Each child can select 8 – 12 books.  If you call the kids to check on their reading progress during the summer, it’s even more effective.
Motivation Reading Rubric - P. 15 – When you confer with children one on one to motivate reading – These are things you can say or ask.

Say to child, “I thought of you.  I thought you might be interested in reading this book about . . . because . . . “

Read to Feed – You can track pages or minutes with this one.  

Informational Text – Small group reading – Have 

Everything I Need to Know I learned from a Golden Book – every page features an illustration from the Golden Books.

Top Reading Strategies – p. 51
· Connect

· This reminds me of . . . because . . .

· Predict/Infer (Infer –  hold palms of hand open like a book and point to self)
· (Guided reading – Small individual magnifying glass)

· Looking at pictures and words

· I can tell  . . . she was angry because . . .

· Questions

· I wonder . . . (Like a Discovery Channel wonder) 

· Who, what, when, where and why (Quiz Show)

· What do you think? (Talk Show)

· For text evidence – I wonder why the author . . .

· Monitor/Clarify (collect glasses to clarify) VERY IMPORTANT
· Pause, Karate chop, Reread, rewind, fast forward and see a picture in your head.  Change the vowel sound (hand up and down); change the word

Comprehension – p. 53
Pop the Question - p. 53 – Pretend to be a character from the book.  On person is the author.  We will pop the question.  A student asks another student questions about the poem.  
One person is the author.  Pop questions that the author could answer
Surfer Dude –Questioner -  I don’t really get it.

P. 56 – Bookmark with language

You can have students dress up and teach the strategies.

Snow globe is good for predictor

Every two pages in a book is “Pass the Prop” – Read two pages
Scarf, snow globe, microphone, glasses, rope.  Read two pages.  Have students apply strategy connected to prop.  Pass prop to next person.

Picture Books for each Strategy

Two Bobbies

Reciprocal Teaching is the powerful vitamin. – Predict, clarify, question and summarize are the most effective.  Do all 4 strategies 2-3 times per week. – 3rd – 5th you will get results if kids are reading at pre-primer level.  They will make 1.5-2 years growth in 3 months.  Do all of this:
· Scaffolded discussion technique

· The Fab Four (MUST USE ALL 4 IN ONE DAY.  IF YOU RUN OUT OF TIME THEN DO IT QUICKLY.)
· Multiple Strategy Approach

Make a wheel or use numbered heads/spoons, or roll a dice.  Each student in the group applies the strategy to the page(s) read.
Children should be asking the question.

Foldable – each of the strategy is written inside and words on the outside.
