Expected BEST Behavior Lesson Plan
Topic/Rule:  Computer Lab
Objectives:

1. Inside voices and raise your hand.
2. Walk in quietly and calmly in computer lab and stand behind chair until directed to sit.

3. Respect the computers/headphones/tools in the lab

4. Leave the computer area clean and organized: headset on top of the monitor and push chair in.

Importance of Rule:
It is important for all computers to be in good condition in order for all students to have access.
Expected Behaviors Examples:

Positive Example(s):
1. Susie quietly walks in and stands behind her chair and waits for directions to sit.  
2. While at a computer, Johnny works quietly on an assigned task.

3. When excused from computer, Maria straightens headphones, mouse, keyboard area.

4. Pushes in chair.

Non-Example(s):

1. Katie runs to computer to sit next to her friend.

2. While at a computer, Katie yells to a friend about a video they found on You Tube.

3. When excused, Katie runs to the door to be first in line.
Opportunities to Practice and Build Fluency:

1. Practice with classroom computers.

2. Remind students of expectations.
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
